
QUICK START GUIDE FOR NEW MEMBERS

1. GET REGISTERED
Fill out an application and turn it in to the pack’s membership coordinator with your first dues payment. Checks should be made payable to <xxx>. Please include your signed financial agreement.

1. GET CONNECTED
Register as a user on Scoutbook. You should receive an email with a link. This MUST BE DONE BY THE PARENT OR GUARDIAN, not the scout.

1. GET A UNIFORM
